Rock River Community Garden is
located along West Riverview Drive at
Garity Street on approximately one acre
of land purchased in 2009 through the
FEMA Flood Recovery Funds. This garden
will provide people that may have limited
outdoor space an opportunity to grow
their own fresh food and enhance their
health at the same time.
